	ST ANN’S WELL GARDENS

SHRUBBERY:
There are no further issues relating to shrubbery. Item can now be removed.
LIGHTING:

Friends of St Ann’s Well Gardens have put in for an Environment Sustainability Grant and have met with the Green Park Flag Inspectors and Geoff from Parks department to discuss the options for lighting in the park. Personal safety vs. increase of ASB was also discussed and the potential solution was to have low height solar powered lights along the walkways which would be triggered when people walk past. The group have bought some garden lamps as a short term solution for the next event held in the park.
The possibility of having bigger lights in the park which are on a timer so that they turn off at approximately 10.00pm and therefore not attract anti-social behaviour. It was decided to start with the low lamps and see how they are received. There are also cost implications to having full height lamps and the grant would not subsidise these.
It was also agreed that a separate meeting will be needed with all interested parties invited including the Environment Improvement Team, Parks, Friends of, etc.
	ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to try to find additional funds from within the Environment Directorate.


	SPEEDING:
PCSO Kayleigh Pierce contacted Mark Dunn from Traffic Management in the Roads Policing Unit at Haywards Heath. He has agreed that Hove is first in line for ‘Check Your Speed’ signs, however he has limited stock and the members of the LAT will need to decide how many signs they want before he allocates them. The LAT decided to ask for twenty signs in order to cover the roads previously discussed. In particular, Montefiore Road, Highdown Road, Goldsmid Road, Davigdor Road and Cromwell Road need to be included.
There are ongoing issues with the way young people cross roads when travelling to Cardinal Newman and Cottesmore schools in the Upper Drive. It was decided that since no meeting with the head teachers has been arranged that they should be invited to the next meeting to discuss safety concerns. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer, PC Vicky Jones will also be invited.


	ACTION) Kayleigh to email Mark Dunn 02/06/09 to inform him that 20 signs are required for Goldsmid and to  ascertain the time frame for delivery of the signs and likelihood that the total amount required can be delivered. Kayleigh to copy in Ayas and Melanie on all correspondence with Mark Dunn.
ACTION) PC Vicky Jones and PS Daren Egan to invite the head teachers from both schools to the next LAT meeting.
ACTION – Simon Bannister to contact Safer Routes to Schools Officer to look at the safety of the crossings etc – CARRIED OVER: Update for next meeting.

	NOTICEBOARDS:
The gardener’s supervisor has said that it is fine for groups to display items. The Furze Croft board has a lot of condensation and the notices cannot be read. The key to open the board has not been found.

	POLICE UPDATE:
PC Lennard presented the crime figures. The rise in thefts of motor vehicles was attributed to a group of young adults falling out and subsequently stealing each others scooters. It was noted that assaults include cases of domestic violence and that assault can range from a push to a serious assault such as stabbing.

	

	PARKING SOMERHILL SCHOOL:
The School Crossing Patrol Officer started in Somerhill Road on Monday 10th November. His name is Derek Lynch. The lights are not working properly on the school crossing. Highways have been contacted twice regarding this issue but nothing has been done.

	ACTION)- PCSOs to contact Highways and invite a representative to the next meeting.


	AOB:
The wall of 38 Wilbury Avenue has also been knocked down recently and White Lodge walls are frequently hit. The request to have this looked at needs to be revisited in light of frequent damage.
A block of flats on Wilbury Avenue often has rubbish outside the building and in the past this has caused problems with vermin. Ayas Fallon-Khan is due to meet Mick Sutton next week to discuss flytipping, street cleaning schedules etc. 51 Wilbury Avenue will be discussed.
COMMUNAL BINS:

LAT members raised concerns regarding the position of several of the communal bins in Hove. Several have been seen on double yellow lines and zigzags. The one on the Cromwell Road/Holland Road junction is particularly hazardous. The one situated on Lorna Road is sited a long way from the pavement and is often put back in different places after being emptied. The one on Church Road by St Andrew’s Church is sited on the zig zags.


	ACTION) – Ayas Fallon-Khan to email the Environment Directorate. – DISCHARGED: They said that if this was happening all the time then they would look in to this but the one reported incident from 3 years ago would not make an investigation viable now.
ACTION) Mick Sutton from City Clean to be invited to the next meeting. – CARRIED OVER

ACTION) Anthony Pope to be invited to the next meeting.

	PRIORITY SETTING:

Each LAT is being asked to come up with their top three local priorities during their meetings. These priorities will be taken by the police and displayed on the Sussex Police Website for local residents to view. The police and their partners will work to resolve these issues.
The priorities were set as:

1. Action on speeding vehicles:

To reduce the speed of vehicles in hotspots across the ward especially during rush hour times. Signage will be increased across the ward to remind drivers to check their speed and through the use of petitions etc to garner support for traffic calming measures such as the 20 mile an hour speed limit.
2. Flytipping

To eradicate flytipping from the local area. Simon Bannister is to find out from colleagues which areas have reported incidents of flytipping. To focus on areas around the Conservatory on The Drive and Janiston Court.
3. Behaviour of school children on the way to and from school.

School patrols will be increased. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer will be informed and will be asked to invite the head teachers to the next Local Action Team Meeting in order to discuss ways to improve the conduct of young people crossing busy roads before and after school.
4. Cycling on the pavement and cycling without lights.
Days of action and enforcement will be planned.
	ACTION: 10 minutes will be set aside at the end of every LAT meeting to decide upon the three local priorities for the next six weeks.
