	ST ANN’S WELL GARDENS

SHRUBBERY:
The bushes at the end of the building have been cut back. The bushes outside the café are also too overgrown and heavy and cut out sight lines. Friends of group should be consulted as to what they would like to replace the heavy shrubbery. 

LIGHTING:

Lighting in parks can have benefits and drawbacks. Lighting can encourage prolonged activity, however, well used walk ways i.e. The Rose Walk at The Level need lighting. If the café in St Ann’s Well Gardens stays open after dark then it may be valid for the main walk way to be lit. 

	ACTION - The issue of the shrubbery and security etc was not brought up at the last Friends of St Ann’s Well Gardens meeting but it will be brought up at the next. – CARRIED OVER.
ACTION - Simon Bannister, Melanie Davis and Ayas Fallon-Khan to liaise re. the lighting in St Ann’s Well Gardens and taking the issue forward. There may be potential for funding.



	SPEEDING:
Speeding was again flagged up as an ongoing issue. Local Police will continue to conduct high visibility patrols at peak times and carry out more speed checks using the Speed Indication Device (SID) on loan from the council and through the Roads Policing Unit, RPU.

Ayas Fallon Khan would like to start a ward wide petition to get the Environment Department at BHCC to review their policy regarding traffic calming  measures and what constitutes a priority area. The LAT was in agreement that this would be a worthwhile petition which should include suggestions as to how it could be improved for the local area, i.e. naming certain roads and 3 or 4 options as to desired measures.
All Saints Church have commented on the difficulties they have encountered with the cycle lane running in front of the church. The elderly members of the flock find it difficult to cross and funerals are impeded. 

There is also a petition being circulated for ’20 is plenty’. It is thought that Melanie Davis may be in charge of this. If the two petitions could be coordinated it would give more weight to the argument that the whole ward is focused on improving the road related issues.
SID was used on 01/12/08 on Davigdor Road. The use of SID is an exercise to heighten the public’s awareness of their speed. There needs to be adequate space  to set it up.
Montefiore Road is still a hotspot for speeding especially during rush hour. 
	ACTION – Daren Egan to ask RPU about signs that could be left out all the time to remind people about speeding or to advise that speed checks are carried out regularly in the area. – CARRIED OVER.

ACTION – PCSO Kayleigh Pierce to email all contact details for Head Teachers in the area to Ayas Fallon- Khan in order for him to contact them to arrange road safety and the behaviour of the young people on the way to and from school.
ACTION – Ayas Fallon Khan and Daren Egan to arrange a meeting with the Head Teachers from the local schools to discuss the issue, highlight the strength of feeling from the public, represented by the LAT.
ACTION – Simon Bannister to contact Safer Routes to Schools Officer to look at the safety of the crossings etc
ACTION – Ayas Fallon-Khan to liaise with Melanie Davis re. linking the two petitions.
ACTION – PCSO Kayleigh Pierce to use SID on Montefiore Road in the next couple of weeks. Kayleigh to send date for this action to Ayas Fallon Khan in advance.

	FURZE CROFT:
One of the residents has mentioned that a needle has been seen near the back entrance to the building. They highlighted their concerns about drug taking on the grounds. Local officers are aware that the gardens have been used for drug taking in the past. The area is patrolled on a regular basis.
If needles are seen the council should always been phoned on 01273 292929. They will remove them immediately and log where they were found. During the summer months several parents reported to the café that needles had been found by the well. Wettons can remove them and also keep their own statistics which are shared with the council.


	

	WHITE LODGE

BLUE BADGES:

The resident who was misusing a blue badge has now got a valid resident parking permit. White Lodge residents wished to note their gratitude for the work carried out by PCSO Alvin Lee on the issue.

FLYTIPPING:

There was one incident about a month ago which City Clean dealt with. Items are sometimes left on a bench by St James’ Court but these are normally removed.

NEIGHBOURHOOD NOTICE BOARD:
Residents from White Lodge were concerned that there have been no further developments re. a new notice board. Simon Bannister has provided the residents with guidance on how to go about  applying for one. Residents would have to determine where it will be placed, i.e. is the landlord happy for it to be placed within the grounds or are highways agreeable to it being placed on the pavement. The residents said that the western end of the grounds is potentially where it would be situated and is not very central. Perhaps the residents could make use of the notice board in St Ann’s Well Gardens. The Park Rangers put things in there. White Lodge currently disseminate most information via email.

	ACTION) White Lodge residents to speak to Park Rangers regarding the editorial policy for the notice board in the park.

	POLICE UPDATE:
PC Gary Thompson introduced himself to the group and explained that he is temporarily covering this area until PC Ian Childs takes up his post in January or February.

PC Thompson also explained that PCSO Alvin Lee has now been replaced on the beat by PCSO Steve Kemsley. Steve is an experienced officer who took over on Goldsmid about a week ago and has already liaised with all of the local schools and had two untaxed vehicles towed away.

The crime figures for Goldsmid over October and November were presented to the group. There were no great increases in any crime type.


	

	PARKING SOMERHILL SCHOOL:
Ongoing issues re. parking causing problems for children crossing safely. Melanie Davis has asked Emily Tester at BHCC to review the issue of the double yellow lines around the entrance to Somerhill and Davigdor Schools and identify which BHCC officers would be responsible for having them reinstated.

	ACTION- Melanie Davis to chase the information on yellow lines for Somerhill  Rd and lollipop people. Carried over – MD has chased the information but is still waiting for a reply. Will chase up again. Carried over again Melanie Davis has chased the information but Emily Tester is away. – DISCHARGED: The new School Crossing Patrol Officer started in Somerhill Road on Monday 10th November. His name is Derek Lynch and his shift times are 8.30 – 9.05am and 3.10 – 3.50pm


	PRIORITY SETTING:

Each LAT is being asked to come up with their top three local priorities during their meetings. These priorities will be taken by the police and displayed on the Sussex Police Website for local residents to view. The police and their partners will work to resolve these issues.
The priorities were set as:

1. Action on speeding vehicles:

To reduce the speed of vehicles in hotspots across the ward especially during rush hour times. This will be achieved through the use of SID, the two area petitions. SID should be used approx. 5 – 6 days during a four week period.
2. Flytipping

To eradicate flytipping from the local area. Simon Bannister is to find out from colleagues which areas have reported incidents of flytipping.

3. Behaviour of school children on the way to and from school.

School patrols will be increased. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer will be informed and will be asked to speak to children re. personal safety and consideration for road users.

4. Cycling on the pavement and cycling without lights.
Days of action and enforcement will be planned.
	ACTION: 10 minutes will be set aside at the end of every LAT meeting to decide upon the three local priorities for the next six weeks.
