	ST ANN’S WELL GARDENS

LIGHTING:

Ayas Fallon Khan will take the lighting project to the next round of financial planning as a priority in February. 

	

	SPEEDING:

Crime statistics on accidents in the hotspot areas in the ward, notably: Davigdor Road, Old Shoreham Road, Wilbury Avenue, Montefiore Road and Silverdale Road have been obtained and circulated.

It was suggested that it would be better to review the whole policy of how roads are highlighted as a priority.
An online city wide petition is running for the ‘20mph is plenty’ scheme. There are approx. 1000 signatures listed at the moment. The main issues that are being considered around this proposal are emissions and enforcement. The scheme would encompass all residential roads, not main roads such as Old Shoreham Road.
It was noted that it would seem to make more sense to have a filter light on the junction of Cromwell Road and The Drive in order to reduce the likelihood of accidents involving vehicles turning right from Cromwell on to The Drive.
ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to contact the Environment Directorate regarding the reasons that the Traffic Management Team have not included this junction in their plans for filter lanes and lights.

ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to invite David Parker  and Claire Whitehouse from the Traffic Management Team to the next meeting – DISCHARGED: David Parker  may be able to make the next meeting. Claire Whitehouse lives in Newbury and therefore will probably not be able to attend.
There are ongoing issues with the way young people cross roads when travelling to Cardinal Newman and Cottesmore schools in the Upper Drive. It was decided that since no meeting with the head teachers has been arranged that they should be invited to the next meeting to discuss safety concerns. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer, PC Vicky Jones will also be invited.

ACTION) PS Daren Egan to invite the head teachers from both schools to the next LAT meeting. – DISCHARGED: Head teachers were invited by letter. No reply was received from Cottesmore. Cardinal Newman sent apologies for the meeting due to a school event being held at The Dome, Brighton at the same time and involving most of the faculty. They requested a copy of the minutes so that any issues arising involving their students could be addressed.

	ACTION – Simon Bannister to contact Safer Routes to Schools Officer to look at the safety of the crossings etc – CARRIED OVER: Update for next meeting.

	NOTICEBOARDS:
The gardener’s supervisor has said that it is fine for groups to display items. The Furze Croft board has a lot of condensation and the notices cannot be read. The key to open the board has not been found.

ACTION) – The condition of the boards to be raised at Friends of St Ann’s Well Gardens by Juliete Parissi – CARRIED OVER: Melanie Davis to give an update at next meeting.

	

	PARKING SOMERHILL SCHOOL:
The School Crossing Patrol Officer started in Somerhill Road on Monday 10th November. His name is Derek Lynch. The lights are not working properly on the school crossing. Highways have been contacted twice regarding this issue but nothing has been done.
ACTION)- PCSOs to contact Highways and invite a representative to the next meeting. DISCHARGED: Highways were unable to send a representative but informed PCSO Kayleigh Pierce that someone from the team would go and look at the issue as soon as possible and get it repaired.

The lights have now been fixed.
	

	WILBURY AVENUE:
Damage to White Lodge walls and pillars:
A resident has contacted the other residents asking they write supporting letters to the Highways Department regarding the damage to the walls and pillar. Devonshire Court, 32 Wilbury Avenue  have experienced the same problem. Their pillar has also been knocked down several times. Smaller dust carts used to be used and have since been requested but are not available. The same issue has been experienced at Furze Croft on Furze Hill.

Communal Bins:

The bins on Lorna Road, Cromwell Road and Holland Road have been moved. The bin on Goldstone Villas  and Eaton Villas junction is a particularly dangerous one.
ACTION) LAT members to email Ayas Fallon-Khan with the locations of any bins they believe need to be re-sited in order to tackle the issue. DISCHARGED: The bin outside Cromwell Court was re-sited almost immediately.
	ACTION) Mick Sutton from City Clean to be invited to the next meeting. – CARRIED OVER

Update for meeting:

·  Reporting cards were delivered during the week of 2nd November 2009 to the immediate surrounding area (including Somerhill Rd, Nizells Ave & Lane, York Ave, Furze Hill, and the surrounding blocks of flats; Furze Croft, Park Gate, Wick Hall, Furze Hill Court & House, Aylesbury, The Pines etc).

We received 2 reporting cards back from the area since then: 

·  05/11/09 Reporting concerns of drug taking and rough sleeping around Cambridge Road and St Ann’s well gardens, including persistent noise and threatening behaviour, vandalism, and begging. They felt this was related to those who were not able to access overnight accommodation on Cambridge Road. This resident also requested the removal of the Furze Hill phone box as they felt this was linked to drug dealing.

·  25/11/09 Issues around drug dealing and intimidation from a local property.

·  This information has been passed onto the Police’s Drugs Intelligence Unit.

·  The phone box on Furze Hill has had the advertising removed to expose it as much as possible and BT have made the number withheld for outgoing calls and banned all external calls into the phone box for a 6 month period.

·  We have been in contact with the Rough Sleepers Team to ensure they include this area as part of their early morning patrols and they have raised this as part of a discussion during their team meetings.

·  We joined the Police as part of ‘Not in My Neighbourhood Week’ (Weds 4th Nov) with the Seized Asset vehicle (mini cooper) to distribute reporting cards and speak to passers by about the importance of reporting and ask them if they had any concerns about their local area. No one we spoke to on the day raised any concerns around drugs which was positive.

·  I have been in touch recently with the Park Rangers to find out if they have found any drug litter in the area.  They are not aware of any current issues around drug use in the park, however they have been focusing their time outside of St Ann’s Well recently so haven’t been around much to notice anything. A tent has been reported to be up in the bushes near the fencing in the small garden to the right hand side of the Somerhill Rd entrance, where the drug litter is normally found. Sarah is going to remove this and have a look.

	

	AOB:
The public toilets have not been targeted again in terms of criminal damage since the opening time was changed to 10.00am

Across the city Local Action Teams are being asked to encourage young people to become members.

It is important to note that all bicycles have a unique number imprinted on it on the bottom of the frame.
	ACTION) Alex Philips to approach Youth Council member to sit on the Local Action Team.



	PRIORITY SETTING:

Each LAT is being asked to come up with their top three local priorities during their meetings. These priorities will be taken by the police and displayed on the Sussex Police Website for local residents to view. The Local Action Team members and partnership will work to resolve these issues.
The priorities were set as:

1. Action on speeding vehicles:

To reduce the speed of vehicles in hotspots across the ward especially during rush hour times. 
2. To increase the awareness of the importance of reporting drug misuse/dealing amongst local residents using a multi-agency approach.
3. Behaviour of school children on the way to and from school.

School patrols will be increased. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer will be informed and will be asked to invite the head teachers to the next Local Action Team Meeting in order to discuss ways to improve the conduct of young people crossing busy roads before and after school.

	ACTION: 10 minutes will be set aside at the end of every LAT meeting to decide upon the three local priorities for the next six weeks.
