	ST ANN’S WELL GARDENS

LIGHTING:

ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to try to find additional funds from within the Environment Directorate. – DISCHARGED: Ayas spoke to Directorate . Once budgets have been set it is very difficult to reallocate money. There are some emergency contingency plans but in general if money was reallocated for one project it would be hard to know where to draw the line. It is best to get requests in early for the next round of allocations. By the next LAT there may be an update as the funding will be looked at again in a couple of months. Ayas Fallon Khan will take the lighting project to the next round of financial planning as a priority. At the last Friends of St Ann’s Well Gardens meeting the low level green lights that have been put in to Hove Park were discussed as an option and the funding for cheap solar lights for events has been secured. The low level green lights are less intrusive.

	

	SPEEDING:

ACTION) Kayleigh to email Mark Dunn 02/06/09 to inform him that 20 signs are required for Goldsmid and to  ascertain the time frame for delivery of the signs and likelihood that the total amount required can be delivered. Kayleigh to copy in Ayas and Melanie on all correspondence with Mark Dunn. – DISCHARGED: The ten signs have been put up on the roads asked for. The signs are very small and are not the flashing signs that were hoped for
It was noted that it would seem to make more sense to have a filter light on the junction of Cromwell Road and The Drive in order to reduce the likelihood of accidents involving vehicles turning right from Cromwell on to The Drive.
The area of the The Drive, The Upper Drive and Old Shoreham Road was also discussed in relation to a lack of puffin crossings meaning that children on their way to school often take risks or parents with young children have to take long detours to avoid the heavy traffic. This seems a potentially dangerous area.
It was also noted that there are no white lines to aid the turns from Old Shoreham Road on to The Drive. It may be worth commenting on the lack of crossings etc when the questionnaires are sent out regarding the review of the cycle lanes on Old Shoreham Road.

There are ongoing issues with the way young people cross roads when travelling to Cardinal Newman and Cottesmore schools in the Upper Drive. It was decided that since no meeting with the head teachers has been arranged that they should be invited to the next meeting to discuss safety concerns. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer, PC Vicky Jones will also be invited.


	ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to contact the Environment Directorate in order to obtain statistics on accidents in the hotspot areas in the ward, notably:
Davigdor Road, Old Shoreham Road, Wilbury Avenue, Montefiore Road and Silverdale Road.
ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to contact the Environment Directorate regarding the reasons that the Traffic Management Team have not included this junction in their plans for filter lanes and lights.

ACTION) Ayas Fallon-Khan to invite David Parker  and Claire Whitehouse from the Traffic Management Team to the next meeting

ACTION) Members of the group are to be contacted via email re. traffic issues between the LAT meeting times.
ACTION) PS Daren Egan to invite the head teachers from both schools to the next LAT meeting. – CARRIED OVER
ACTION – Simon Bannister to contact Safer Routes to Schools Officer to look at the safety of the crossings etc – CARRIED OVER: Update for next meeting.

	NOTICEBOARDS:

	PARKING SOMERHILL SCHOOL:
The School Crossing Patrol Officer started in Somerhill Road on Monday 10th November. His name is Derek Lynch. The lights are not working properly on the school crossing. Highways have been contacted twice regarding this issue but nothing has been done.

	ACTION)- PCSOs to contact Highways and invite a representative to the next meeting. – DISCHARGED: Highways were unable to send a representative but informed PCSO Kayleigh Pierce that someone from the team would go and look at the issue as soon as possible and get it repaired.


	WILBURY AVENUE:
Damage to White Lodge walls and pillars:
A resident has contacted the other residents asking they write supporting letters to the Highways Department regarding the damage to the walls and pillar. Devonshire Court, 32 Wilbury Avenue  have experienced the same problem. Their pillar has also been knocked down several times. Smaller dust carts used to be used and have since been requested but are not available. Traffic Management and CityClean along with Councillor Fallon-Khan are soon to look at the situation, hopefully within the next week.

Residents have recently been updated that the request for the double yellow lines to be extended opposite White Lodge is going before the relevant committee in the near future . The lines would mean that three parking spaces would have to be sacrificed.

Communal Bins:

The bins on Lorna Road, Cromwell Road and Holland Road have been moved. The bin on Goldstone Villas  and Eaton Villas junction is a particularly dangerous one.
	ACTION) Mick Sutton from City Clean to be invited to the next meeting. – CARRIED OVER

ACTION) LAT members to email Ayas Fallon-Khan with the locations of any bins they believe need to be re-sited in order to tackle the issue.

	Becky Wilkinson-Neighbourhood Liaison Officer
Communities Against Drugs:

Communities Against Drugs works within the Drug and Alcohol Action Team to implement the national drugs strategy. The DAAT sits within the Community Safety Team. The Liaison Officers work across the city in the most deprived areas but also have some time to respond to hotspot areas. Becky attends the West Joint Action Group meeting which is a monthly meeting for service providers to discuss all issues. In response to the report PCSO Kayleigh Pierce had written for the last JAG meeting regarding drug use and dealing in St Ann’s Well Gardens Becky conducted joint patrols of the park with Kayleigh. They spoke to park staff who stated they were not finding needles on a regular basis but evidence of rough sleeping  and drug paraphernalia were discovered in the Furze Hill end of the park. A reporting campaign was then conducted. In conjunction with Kayleigh anonymous reporting cards were delivered to all residents overlooking the park and many of those residents were spoken to in person. A couple of residents spoken to felt that nothing happened when they reported things but the process of evidence gathering and response times was explained to these residents. There have been no returns as of yet via the anonymous reporting cards but it was also emphasised that it is important to report directly to the Police. Becky has also raised the park as an issue with the Rough Sleepers Team who have agreed to prioritise it during their early morning patrols. 
There have also been reports  of drug dealing from the phone box at the south end of Furze Hill. Becky can request that the telephone number for this kiosk is made a withheld number to reduce the likelihood of drug deals being able to be carried out.

Becky and Kayleigh are addressing both the drug use issues and the dealing issues in their work.


	ACTION) Becky Wilkinson to arrange for the anonymous reporting cards to be delivered to a wider area, taking in York Avenue, Furze Hill, Nizells Avenue, Somerhill Road and Lansdowne Road.

	PRIORITY SETTING:

Each LAT is being asked to come up with their top three local priorities during their meetings. These priorities will be taken by the police and displayed on the Sussex Police Website for local residents to view. The police and their partners will work to resolve these issues.
The priorities were set as:

1. Action on speeding vehicles:

To reduce the speed of vehicles in hotspots across the ward especially during rush hour times. 
2. To increase the awareness of the importance of reporting drug misuse/dealing amongst local residents using a multi-agency approach.
3. Behaviour of school children on the way to and from school.

School patrols will be increased. The Neighbourhood Schools Officer will be informed and will be asked to invite the head teachers to the next Local Action Team Meeting in order to discuss ways to improve the conduct of young people crossing busy roads before and after school.

	ACTION: 10 minutes will be set aside at the end of every LAT meeting to decide upon the three local priorities for the next six weeks.
