	FURZE CROFT:
No new update. The area is included in weekend  and Police patrols 


	Monitor feedback from residents re. posters and note any further problem with urinating at St Ann’s Well Gardens entrance. DISCHARGED – Residents are happy with the action taken. There was a good response from Police on 13/07 re. groups of noisy youths at the back of the block. A watching brief will be kept on the issue.



	SPEEDING:
Speeding was again flagged up as an ongoing issue although there seems to have been some recent improvements in the speed checked areas. A petition was presented by Cllr Fallon-Khan in order to get more speed checks in the area, however it was not deemed to be a priority area. Local Police will continue to conduct high visibility patrols at peak times and ask for more speed checks through the council and the Roads Policing Unit, RPU. Speed checks have been carried out in Wilbury Avenue since the last Local Action Team meeting and two student officers have taken on the issue as their Community Oriented Problem Solving project. The worst time for speeding is 0800 – 0900. The junction at the Upper Drive  and The Drive is difficult due to a tree which needs pruning. CityClean has been contacted several times but it is yet to be cut back.
PARKING SOMERHILL SCHOOL:
Ongoing issues re. parking causing problems for children crossing safely.
SKATEBOARDING SOMERHILL SCHOOL:
Ben Parkhurst (Head Teacher) has given the police keys to the school’s back gate. Checks have been done but no one seen. No serials have come in reporting youths on the grounds either. Issues with the young people accessing the grounds out of school hours is related to their personal safety and that it is private property. This is to be kept on agenda for September when the school term starts again.

SAFE ROAD CROSSING:
The children have shown no sign of improvement; they stand in the road and run out in front of cars, shrieking. They have also been heard swearing in the White Lodge car park. The road works in Wilbury Avenue have made it increasingly difficult for them to cross. They temporary traffic lights will be in place until December.
SEAFRONT:

There have been several days of action focusing on the promenade and George Street over the summer months. In total 29 Fixed Penalty Tickets have been issued with the number needing to be issued falling at each day of action. At the most recent day, only one ticket was issued which hopefully means that more cyclists are realising that they are not allowed to cycle on the pavement.
STREET DRINKING:
 Goldstone Villas Street Drinkers – The Police Street Drinking team are targeting the area as are the street outreach team which offers support alongside the enforcement action.
The local PCSOs are intervening with the street drinkers every time they are seen whilst on patrol or a report comes in from the public. They are read a white card which requires them to surrender their containers of alcohol  and to stop drinking in the locality. If they fail to comply with either request they are arrestable. There have been a couple of arrests in the last six weeks.
BLUE BADGES:
Op Bluebird, the Police operation dealing with the misuse of blue badges, has been updated with the information from White Lodge.
	ACTION – Daren Egan to ask RPU about signs that could be left out all the time to remind people about speeding or to advise that speed checks are carried out regularly in the area.
ACTION – Daren Egan to speak to Keith Baldock re. covert speed analysis.

ACTION – Ayas Fallon-Khan to speak to Mark Bunting, the Road Safety Officer at BHCC.
ACTION- Melanie Davis to chase the information on yellow lines for Somerhill  Rd and lollipop people. Carried over – MD has chased the information but is still waiting for a reply. Will chase up again. Carried over again Melanie Davis has chased the information but Emily Tester is away.
ACTION – PC Jones to put Police Dog Unit Sergeant in touch with Somerhill’s Head Teacher re. using the grounds to exercise the dogs out of school hours. DISCHARGED – There have been no calls. Area will continue to be monitored.
ACTION – Melanie Davis to invite staff from Cardinal Newman and Cottesmore schools to future meetings. DISCHARGED
ACTION – Ayas Fallon Khan and Daren Egan to arrange a meeting with the Head Teachers from the local schools to discuss the issue, highlight the strength of feeling from the public, represented by the LAT.
ACTION – Simon Bannister to contact Safer Routes to Schools Officer to look at the safety of the crossings etc.
To be kept on the agenda to monitor.
ACTION – Daren Egan to invite PS Siggs to the next meeting.
ACTION: Police to action information passed to them by White Lodge Residents and feedback on a general result to next meeting. Residents of White Lodge to be kept updated between meetings. DISCHARGED – PCSO Lee liaising with residents.
ACTION – PCSO Lee will visit the Blue Badge holder who is currently on holiday. 

ACTION – Ayas Fallon-Khan to contact NCP to clarify if traffic wardens are able to issue FPNs on The Drive as the offending vehicle is parked there on the pavement. 


	NOTICEBOARDS
Notice board from St Ann’s Well Gardens has been removed.

LIGHTING:

Lighting in parks can have benefits and drawbacks. Lighting can encourage prolonged activity, however, well used walk ways i.e. The Rose Walk at The Level need lighting. If the café in St Ann’s Well Gardens stays open after dark then it may be valid for the main walk way to be lit. The park’s friends group can apply for funding to the council.
SHRUBBERY:
The two bushes do need to be cut back at the end of the building. If the parks people are unable to complete this due to capacity Simon Bannister will resource it in the Autumn either through community order work or private contractors. The bushes outside the café are also too overgrown and heavy and cut out sight lines. Friends of group should be consulted as to what they would like to replace the heavy shrubbery. 
VAN DWELLERS:

Melanie Davis has asked for an amendment for the times on the bays as the van dwellers are using the 11 hour bays to park overnight. 

The change from shared pay & display 11 hour limited bays to 4 hours in Nizells Avenue is part of an amendment traffic order being advertised (in the press and on street notices) at the end of July / early August. 
This traffic order will allow 21 days for the public to comment on all the proposals and all comments / objections will be presented in a report to the next available Environment Cabinet for a final decision. The issue of van dwellers may be revisited  at a future meeting.
	ACTION:  Melanie Davis to find out where it’s gone. DISCHARGED – The board has been located. 
ACTION: Friends of St Ann’s Well Gardens to liaise re. lighting for the park and report back to next LAT meeting. Simon Bannister to guide the group through the process. CARRIED OVER – Update for next meeting.
ACTION: Juliette Parissi and Simon Bannister to contact Parks re. cutting back the large shrubs at the end of the building and near the cafe. Pauline Robertson to raise at next Friends of meeting re. a replacement feature. – CARRIED OVER – Simon Bannister has spoken to Parks. The shrubs will be cut back to improve the lighting. The issue of the shrubbery and security etc was not brought up at the last Friends of St Ann’s Well Gardens meeting but it will be brought up at the next.
