Communication, education and partnership





Any changes to road markings/restrictions:


Will first be made into a ‘traffic order’.�This will then be advertised for comment by local people before it is agreed and implemented.


Any new restrictions can then be enforced by the council. 





Yellow zigzags: 


No loading/parking between limited times as on roadside signs.  Immediate ticket.





Other Markings on the road: 


Also apply to the pavements beside the markings.





There are 3 types of double  yellow lines:����	allows a 5 minute waiting time


��No loading/stopping for limited times.


Roadside sign tells of time restrictions


��Complete loading/parking ban - 24 hours a day





“Please respect the lines on the road, they are for the safety of our children! It takes longer than 5 minutes to pick up a child from school - so please don’t park on the yellows.  Parking a bit further on or if possible, walking to school, would really help.”  (a parent from Carden School)





“ Please don’t park up on the pavements: buggies can’t get through, under 5’s can’t be seen properly and kids walk out on the road.”           (a parent from Carden School)
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
