MATTERS ARISING. No action taken about cars being smashed, there is car crime in Manor Farm. BMX track concern about gas and rats (Weils disease) it is a great health hazard. Gill and Craig spoke at the scrutiny meeting, the process now goes ahead the first is to planning some when between now and February. THE FUTURE OF EBSC TEAM. General position has been funded since 2000 has had success in crime reduction, working with police and residents. Funding ends in December so are working with partners and negotiating a hand over process, to stop taking new cases from next month will be refer people to other agencies, managers being contacted. COMMUNITY AGAINST DRUGS.  How does it affect neighbourhoods, they intend to go into areas ask questions to get a start line, they work with the community to sort the problems. They work with JAG. Police say it is needed in this area, they want to work with people who are already working in the area. It is a large issue here adults as well as youngsters using drugs. Bristol Estate has improved greatly with their help and it is felt it very much needed here. They will have survey to highlight the issues, give practical support, have very close teamwork and will have an audit end of Nov/Dec.
COMMUNITYSAFETY.  Insp. Bill Whitehead told us a little about his police career this being his second time in Whitehawk. Lead is being removed from flats in Plaistow Close, Bill said he would look into it as it was happening across the town. Can the telephone box at the corner of Whitehawk Way and Wiston be for 999calls or maybe a withheld number box. A slight increase in youth hanging around due to the darker evenings, the crew club has a Halloween disco in half term. Gang around the Broadway on Tuesday evening , shops etc are being asked not to sell flour and eggs to young people at this time. Boy racers busy again playing loud music could it be monitored by police please. Paul Gossland will be more visible as another sgt to help him. The Broadway shops and their taking space remains an issue, would like to see their boundary marked with studs. Parking still being done on Broadway.
