
PATCHAM  LOCAL  ACTION  TEAM

Minutes of meeting held at 7pm Tuesday 17th November 2009 at Community Centre Patcham.

Barry Edmends chaired the meeting in the absence of Bernard Copelin

1.Apologies for Absence: Bernard Copelin, George Milne, Pamela Hubbard, Srgt James Davidson  & Geoffrey Theobald.
Barry welcomed Brian Pidgeon for attending in the absence of Geoffrey Theobald and welcomed everyone to the meeting.

2.Minutes of Meeting: held on 20th October 2009 taken as read and signed by Barry Edmends.  Matters arising should be on future Minutes.
3.Treasurer’s Report: Barry Edmends handed over administrative financial papers to the new Treasurer Barry L’Armie.  In bank £1,194.46 and petty cash £51.88.
It was strenuously agreed that we need an action plan with bullet points. Antony Meadows was thanked for his input in this regard.   This would make it very clear what specific questions we wished to present to the   Council and Police.  Up to now areas of concern were not clear cut and  not getting resolved..

COUNCIL:

Flooding: Mackie Ave & Ladies Mile Rd.   Drain cleaners don’t come enough.

Leaves: not removed regularly in Patcham on footways.   Roads are cleared but not pavements.  It is hazardous for everyone.
Yellow boxes: needed at ‘ rabbit’ roundabout as traffic exiting A27 (travelling west) are unnecessarily held up by cars travelling south on A23 blocking their passage west or to travel north on A23.

A23 redevelopment: Would like a Council officer to come and explain fully the road development and demonstrate what is going on and answer questions.

Yellow lines: required on A23 north of Esso garage as parked cars block view of traffic emerging onto A23 from Old London Road.   
Vandalism:  around the church in Church Hill. Mainly in area of eastern graveyard.  
POLICE: 
Parking:  Parents parking cars outside school in Ladies Mile Rd. And on pavements and areas not designated ( i.e. double parking ), all around Patcham is a problem. This can cause accidents &/or problems for our  Emergency Services when answering 999  calls. 
Speeding:  in Mackie Ave & Vale Ave  and traffic coming from Carden Ave into Winfield Ave. Hopefully results of resident speed control in Woodingdean will soon be available.   Ladies Mile Rd was checked in the past and no speeding found but officers  may not have been there at the right time. 
Parking:  on pavements all around Patcham is a problem.

Old London Rd: We would like a report on the throughput of traffic north to south on the Old London Rd and possible solutions. Parts of Old London Rd should be one way?  Could this be incorporated in the A23 plans?

Vandalism: Patcham pupils are climbing over fence and causing vandalism.
4. Election of new Vice Chair   Anthony Meadows was proposed by Barry Edmends and seconded by Barry L’Armie.  Passed unanimously.

5. Crime Report – Speeding in Woodingdean feedback + questions    Very disappointed not to have police present as want to hear their views.    Neighbourhood Watch police  report was read out.   We must ensure police come as members feel they are wasting their time attending.

7. Publicity  Publicity Notification and Information.   PLAT is on internet now for anyone to see.  Look onto Google Patcham LAT and it will come up.  Or Brighton & Hove Safe in the City     In 2010 it was agreed to advertise in  The Post every 3 months. A £40  yellow advert  and hopefully an article plus free dates of meetings. Proposed by Barry Edmends and seconded by Angela Graeppi – this was passed.  It would be for a one year trial to be reassessed December 2010.
8. AOB:  Car driver swore at Trevor and he had to jump out of the way. Suggested try and obtain car registration in such instances..  Bus drivers are good and polite.   Barry Edmends  reported he had received a letter from the Martlets thanking him for his £10 donation regarding mobile phone.   Secretary asked to write to police to ensure a representative attends next meeting and to copy in Inspector Whitehead.
