2. MINUTES OF MEETING held on 3rd Sept 2009 were read and signed by chairman. Road Safety: Road signs are green with mould and over grown at    Hangleton link/Asda roundabout and near Old Boat Corner.  Date of Next Meeting should read Tuesday not Thursday.

3. TREASURERS REPORT - In bank £1,194.46 and petty cash £51.88.

4. ELECTION OF NEW TREASURER - Barry L’amie was voted for unanimously.   Chairman thanked him and Barry Edmends will arrange  a meeting and pass on disc and other information.

5. CRIME REPORT - questions  Unfortunately it was Teresa Hammond’s day off and Chris Lane was unwell.

6. SPEEDING AND OTHER PRIORITIES:  e- mail problem to Geoffrey Theobald but he will contact top person in Council  re  over grown plants on roundabout and  old signs.  Need double yellow lines between  wishing well (outside Black Lion) and Esso garage  on A23.  Anthony Meadows had not received a  reply from Council re Vale Ave.   Drainage system at Winfield Ave/Ladies Mile Rd  a real continuing problem.  Questionable as how often and efficiently  the drains  are cleaned.   Wait for police to come back with results of residents using speeding cameras in Woodingdean.  Due to  the number of schools in the area 20mph  speed limit should be considered. This is sometimes implemented during term time. 

7. PUBLICITY  -  We should get publicity in the Patcham Post  even if we have to pay.  Community Action Support officer is giving out grants to the LATS.  Linda Benlands is the person to contact..   Halloween -  area will be flooded with police and PCSO’s and there are  ‘Trick or Treat posters available from police stations.   Patcham Parish News - Bernard. will inform Barry when he finds out who produces it.   
8. AOB - Carol  A23 London Road Cycle and Pedestrian Scheme: Consultation 12 Oct- 6th Nov.  - cycle lanes to be included and two pedestrian crossings.   The two pedestrian crossings should be where the refuges are at present.    A23 should be 30mph not 40.   Make 1 crossing pelican by Peace Gardens.at refuge.  One at Esso garage and Windmill Rd  be a lighted crossing. Wishing Well at bottom of Church Hill will be a roundabout.   No bus lane.  Chairman thanked Carol for this important   information.  Name: Change to Patcham and Hollingbury Local Action group.  It was unanimously agreed to be  Patcham (only)  Local Action group.

Electoral Services at Brighton Town Hall need to be contacted by everyone re this idea of change of name.   Grave yards near All Saints being  vandalised.   Should contact Pete Wickson of the Council as there is now someone in charge of this area.  The Priory:  putting up penthouse flats might go to appeal.  Signage: Why no 30 mph signs in  Mackie Ave?    Permanent signs required. Unruly school children. Reported member of school staff is in attendance in Ladies Mile Rd area during lunch times.   Carol  reported dropped kerb disappeared for safety and a cycle lane has  been erected. Barry L’Armie reported firemen had to deal with blocked drains in  Warmdene Rd .   He pointed out that the drains should be cleared of rubbish and this is what is causing the flooding of the soak  away.
