· Brighton & Hove shows a more pronounced summer peak in theft offences than the most similar CDRP group average
· Theft offences, where personal belongings are left unattended (simply named ‘theft in the pie chart’, account for the largest percentage (40%) of crimes of all types of theft offences. Personal accessories, such as handbags, wallets and purses were the most commonly stolen items in this category, followed by mobile phones and then cash.  Women are more likely than men to be victims of these offences.
